Grant funds may be used only for direct project costs, including related personnel, administrative, and office expenses.

Grant awards will not exceed $10,770.00 therefore please limit funding requests to $10,770.00 or less.

Grant awards will be announced in the end of June 2011.  Funding will be available mid-July 2011.

All grant recipients must agree to recognize in a newsletter, annual report and/or web page, the support received from The Janis Levine Music Women and Children's Endowment Fund of the Dallas Jewish Community Foundation.  Whenever Funders are acknowledged, the support from The Janis Levine Music Women and Children's Endowment Fund of the Dallas Jewish Community Foundation should be prominently noted. Further, any agency applying this year, who received a grant last year, must submit a publication. annual report, or print out from their website showing the fund acknowledgement before applying for the 2011 Janis Levine Music Women and Children's Endowment Fund.

All grant recipients shall provide The Janis Levine Music Women and Children's Endowment Fund with a report detailing the project progress and use of the grant funds by January 31, 2012.  If the project is not complete, a further report may be required.
All applications and project proposals will be reviewed by the Advisory Committee of The Janis Levine Music Women and Children's Endowment Fund, who shall have full authority to establish the Fund's priorities and to approve or deny any Grant Request.  The Advisory Committee, on behalf of the Janis Levine Music Fund, hereby reserves the right to make onsite visits.
